Nobeltec – Entering Waypoints & Routes

To set defaults:

Misc tab

Change default Mark Icon to desired picture

Color tab

Inactive Route – Choose bright pink for route not yet done, bright green for already done

Close Options Window

To Create Marks & Routes:

Click Mark box on toolbar

Click in approx location of the new mark on the chart

Right click on the new mark

Properties

Type waypoint #/name
Edit lat & lon
Check Lock box

Close properties window

Repeat above Mark steps for next waypoint

Click Route box on toolbar

Click one of the new marks on the chart

Yes to use that mark as a route start

Drag the route to the next waypoint mark & click

Yes to use that mark as a route end

Esc to stop routing

Right click new route, Lock routes & marks
Nobeltec – Converting Waypoints to Nobeltec Marks

To convert waypoints to Nobeltec format, on shipback computer:

If there is already a file named latlon.txt in C:\ rename or delete it
Create a file named latlon.txt with the format:

dd mm.mmmm N ddd mm.mmmm W

dd mm.mmmm N ddd mm.mmmm W

  or

dd mm N dd mm W

dd mm N dd mm W

Either will work if latitude is in the first three columns and longitude is in columns 4 thru 6. N must be capitalized. W does not matter. 

Double click waypoints.exe

A file named waypoints.txt will be created in the format that Nobeltec uses.

Rename waypoints.txt to 416*.txt

In Nobeltec program, Import the Marks from the Existing Text File 416*.txt as below
Nobeltec – Importing & Exporting Marks, Routes, Tracks & Boundaries

EXPORT INFO TO A NEW TEXT FILE This puts all the mark, route, track & boundary information from the chart into a file that can be saved on the local computer. It can also be transferred to another computer that has the Nobeltec program.

Make a New file name, don’t overwrite old file. Call the new file something like EN416f. Use the cruise number and a letter. Increment the letter with each file created.

IMPORT INFO FROM AN EXISTING TEXT FILE This adds all the mark, route, track & boundary information from a saved file to the chart. Existing marks, etc on the chart will not be changed or deleted unless the number is identical. Identical objects will be overwritten, not duplicated.

D:\EN3xx  If you are retrieving the file from a floppy disk, use A:\
Select the file name, EN416f.txt Usually the last file created will be the one used unless loading old data.

IMPORT INFO FROM AN EXISTING TEXT FILE It is possible to add one mark, route, track or boundary at a time rather than all information. They can be exported/imported one at a time or all at once. Existing marks, etc on the chart will not be changed or deleted unless the number is identical. Identical objects will be overwritten, not duplicated.

D:\EN3xx  If you are using a floppy disk, use A:\
Select the file name, EN416*.txt

Highlight the desired object It is not possible to highlight a series of objects in Nobeltec. Each object must be exported/imported separately.
